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ndreas Theodorou, a well-known professor at the Theological

School of the University of Athens, who held the Chair of the
History of Dogma and Symbolic Theology, recently reposed at the age
of eighty-two (he was born in Larnaka, Cyprus in 1922).

The ever-memorable professor, aside from his prolific literary
activity on the subjects in which he specialized, was particularly
renowned for his zeal for Orthodoxy, which he repeatedly expressed
in a vigorous way through his distinctive speeches and articles against
Papism and ecumenism.

We were connected to this pious and zealous professor by a spiri-
tual relationship, in that he would encourage us from time to time in
our anti-ecumenist witness.

I pray whole-
heartedly that the Lord will strengthen you and bless to the utmost your
God-pleasing work. With the love of Christ, A. Theodorou.”
