Here, members of the “Hellenic Orthodox Heritage” choir,
under the direction of Hieromonk Dionysios (of the Monas-
tery of Sts. Cyprian and Justina in Phyle), sang carols and folk
songs, with the accompaniment of traditional folk instruments,
to the delight of the facility’s resi-
dents, staff, and visitors alike.

This first visited concluded with
Metropolitan Cyprian expressing his
thanksgiving to our Lord for this expe-
rience and promising to return. Gifts
were then distributed to those present.
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We returned home with feel-
ings of gratitude for this new ex-
perience, which helped us to feel
that, amidst the love of God we
are all children.
